Chipman Mansion (252 Spring Garden Street, at SE corner with North Third St., recently Michael Perry’s Sanctuary Hair Salon & Day Spa)  


Wide, 2-1/2 story brick building with white stone window- and door-trim, carved stone decoration over front door cornice;  chimney;  and pointed façade dormers (one each on Spring Garden and North Third Streets).  

Early History
The Chipman Mansion of today was built on original town Lot No.60, as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752.
  At some point (probably in the 1780s), this Lot was leased for life to Dorothy Lichfield by the Penn Family’s agents.
  In 1792, Easton town father Samuel Sitgreaves formally purchased from the Penn Family all the property along the southern side of Spring Garden Street between Second and Third Streets.
  Sitgreaves’s first Easton mansion (called “Spring Garden”) was located across the street at the NE corner of Third and Spring Garden Streets.
  Sitgreaves was a lawyer; a Federalist Congressman from Pennsylvania; and from 1798 a US Commissioner to Great Britain regarding British claims under the Jay Treaty.  In addition, he was the first President of The Easton Bank, a leader of the campaign to build the Delaware River Bridge XE "Delaware River Bridge"  in 1806,
 and made crucial donations to found Easton’s Library
 and the Easton Trinity Episcopal Church on Spring Garden Street.
   
The Probst Mansion
  
Sitgreaves moved to a new mansion (called “Sitgreaves’ Folly”) on Northampton Street in 1817, and died there in 1827.
  In 1830, his estate sold the property at the SE corner of Third and Spring Garden Streets to John A. Probst,
 and then in 1831 it sold him another, adjacent plot of land along Spring Garden Street that stretched his ownership from the corner to the Episcopal Church’s “Grave Yard”.
  
· On 6 September 1837, Probst also acquired two frame houses to the South, along North 3rd Street. One of these had been sold by Samuel Sitgreaves’s estate to Banjamin Hinds in 1830,
 and the other had been the residence of barber Samuel R. Finley that Benjamin Hinds had purchased from the Finley estate in 1832.  After Hinds’s death, his sister Theodotia (wife of Henry Hill) had inherited both houses, before selling them to Rev. Probst.
 

Probst had already built his residence at the corner in the late 1820s, where he lived with his wife, Catherine long before he purchased the land.  Rev. John Augustus Probst was a clergyman, who commuted from Easton to his church in Forks Twp. (the Salem Church) for many years.
  Rev. Probst, the “eminent Lutheran pastor”, died in 1844, at age 52.
  His widow, Catherine, continued to live in the property after his death.
  Two of her children resided with her: Emeline (Emelius) F. Probst and Cecelia (Probst) Illick, as well as Cecelia’s daughter Mary Catherine Illick.
  Cecelia (Probst) Illick’s husband, Jacob Brodt Illick, was also there for a short time, and was originally designated as the executor of Rev. John Probst’s will.  However, Illick resigned as executor in 1848,
 and left for California as a “49er” during the Gold Rush in 1849,
 leaving his wife and new daughter, Mary Catherine Illick (born 1849)
 in Easton.  He died in California, as a rancher, in approximately 1880.
  


Before he left for California, Jacob Illick (acting as the estate executor) sold off the eastern portion of the Probst property.
  The Probst Family continued to live in a house apparently located at the corner, which was originally assigned the street address of 25 North 3rd Street, under the street numbering scheme in effect at that time.
     
· Also apparently in this building in 1855 (perhaps as a downstairs store front) was Sylvester Bush’s grocery store, which made deliveries.
 

· After the 1874 adoption of Easton’s modern street numbering scheme, Mrs. Probst’s home was listed as both 69 North Third Street
 and 252 Spring Garden Street,
 suggesting that there were entrances on both streets.  In addition, Dr. J.M. Junkin’s office was also listed at 69 North Third Street.
 

Mrs. Catherine Probst died in her family home in 1885 at age 91.
 Catherine’s daughter, Cecelia, died two years later (in 1887), “an aged lady” (according to her obituary) at approximately age 68.  Cecelia’s daughter, Miss Mary Catherine Illick, survived her,
 and inherited her mother’s portion of the property interest.
  The other portion of the property interest continued with Cecelia’s brother (Catherine Probst’s son),
 Emeline (Emelius) F. Probst.
   

· In 1862, E.F. Probst had briefly joined the Union Army as a private in Company F of the 5th Pennsylvania Regiment of Emergency Militia.  This Regiment was raised as part of the Governor’s call for 50,000 men, in response to General Lee’s “triumph in the second battle of Bull Run” and his brief invasion of the North in September 1862 that ended at the Battle of Antietam on 16-17 September.  The Pennsylvania “Emergency Men of 1862”, mustered in on 11-13 September, were sent back to Harrisburg and disbanded on 24-27 September.
 
Emeline (Emelius) continued on at the Probst homestead into the 20th Century with his niece, Mary Catherine Illick.
  He was “one of our best known citizens”,
 who during his career was employed as a travelling salesman (or “drummer”),
 Northampton County recorder of deeds, and “court crier for Judge Reeder”.
  “Judge Reeder” appears to refer to Judge Howard James Reeder, Judge of the Third Judicial District of Pennsylvania (1881-82, 1884-94) and Pennsylvania Superior Court (1895-1898).
 

Over the years, it appears that the Probst Family had divided their corner homestead, and rented out the southern portion.  The southern portion appears to have been the residence of Edwin B. Mixsell in 1852;
  of the Rev. Frank Miller in 1873 (then listed as 23 North 3rd Street,
 before being assigned the address of 65 North 3rd Street when the modern street numbering scheme was inaugurated);
  and of John Kutz (a carpenter) and his sister in the 1880s.
   By 1900 the house was occupied by Dr. Evan W. Evans, a physician,
 who continued to live there until his death in 1927.
  
In June 1905, Emelius Probst and Mary Illick sold their portion of the Probst Homestead at the corner to W. Evans Chipman.  The potion sold did not include all of the corner property or even all of the corner house, but only a frontage of 23.19 feet along North 3rd Street “to the centre of a partition dividing the dwelling-house on said corner”. 
· This property description makes it clear that Dr. Evans’s portion was actually part of the Probst Homestead at the corner, rather than being a completely separate building.  

Chipman’s plot extended almost 73 feet along Spring Garden Street.  This sale left Probst and Illick with additional property (and housing) both to the South (along 3rd Street) and East (along Spring Garden Street) of Chipman’s plot.
  Emelius Probst and Mary Illick then apparently moved to 127 North 4th Street, where Emelius died just a few months later (in December 1905) at age 88.
  He willed his remaining property interests to his niece, Mary Catherine Illick, making her the sole owner of the remaining Probst Family property.
 
· By 1910 Miss Illick returned to live in a portion of the Probst property numbered 248 Spring Garden Street
 – now the archway over the Spring Garden Street exit from the PNC Bank on North Third Street.
    She did not remain there long:  by 1920, she had moved again to Bushkill Street.
  In 1927, she sold the property at 65 North 3rd Street – immediately South of the Chipman Mansion – to the widow of Dr. Evan Evans, who lived there.

· Miss Mary C. Illick remained on Bushkill Street until the end of 1939, when purchased 107 South Fourth Street.
  In 1948, she donated that residence (now known as Illick House) to the Northampton County Historical & Genealogical Society in 1948,
 and died the following year at age 100.
      
The Chipman Mansion

W. Evan Chipman was a co-owner and co-operator (with his brother Frank) of the Charles Chipman Sons Hosiery Mills.
   Chipman’s father, Charles Chipman (b.1847), had moved his hosiery business to the Easton area from Germantown in 1890, and had retired in 1893.
  

· The relocation of Chipman’s business to the Easton area had resulted in part from the efforts of local banker John F. Gwinner, then the Cashier (and later the President) of the First National Bank of Easton, whose house stood across the street at 249 Spring Garden Street.
  Gwinner’s property was incorporated into the Y.M.C.A. Headquarters building.  
W. Evan Chipman is said to have had his corner residence rebuilt (or perhaps substantially remodeled from the prior Probst Homestead) c.1907, based upon a design by architect William Marsh Michler.
  The interior includes rich decorative features.  Because the façade of 252 Spring Garden Street matches 65 North 3rd Street – then occupied by Dr. Evan W. Evans on the other side of the other side of the “partition dividing the dwelling-house”, as Chipman’s deed described it – it appears likely that Michler remodeled both parts of the house façade together.  

Chipman sold his mansion in 1921 to William F. Cope.
  He was a physician and later an oculist, whose medical practice was also conducted from the premises.
  He began practicing medicine in Easton in in the early 20th Century after extended medical studies in the U.S. and at the Silex Clinic in Berlin (Germany).  He specialized early to the eye, ear, nose and throat, but from 1911 limited his practice still further to become a “well known specialist in diseases of the eye.”  In addition to his private practice, he was the Chief of the Department of Ophthalmology at Easton Hospital.
  
Today, wood paneling on the ground floor conceals a hidden staircase that descends to a basement barroom.  The basement room has concealed spaces behind its walls and in its built-in bench, which (according to the tradition) were used to store illegal liquor.  A peephole also allows a surreptitious view of people coming to the house from the street outside.  The owners’ oral tradition holds was a speakeasy during the Prohibition Era,
 but might simply have been constructed as private space for Mr. Chipman, or for Dr. Cope.    
Dr. Cope died in 1943.
  In 1951, the Cope estate sold the property to Henry and Laura Ragot.
  Henry Ragot had been born in Paris (France), and came to Easton in 1926 when he opened “Henri”, a beauty salon.
  Ragot’s wife, Laura, apparently joined in the operation of the salon in 1929.
  This salon initially operated at other locations on North 3rd Street,
 but moved to 252 Spring Garden Street shortly after Ragot purchased the property.  The Ragot Family also established their residence in the building.
   In addition to his business, Henry Ragot became heavily involved in politics in his new country, serving as Republican Party County Chairman, as well as terms as a state legislator and a Northampton County Commissioner.  Henry Ragot died in 1970.
  His widow, Laura, continued to operate the salon until she retired in 1988.  She also remarried, to Martin I. Thomas (who died in 1991).  Laura Ragot-Thomas herself died in 1999.
   The year before her death, she sold the Chipman Mansion for $165,000 to T&P Realty LLC,
 which shortly thereafter merged into Koehler-Kheel Realty LLC.
  The deed recited that the property sold ended at “the center of a partition dividing the dwelling house on said corner”,
 suggesting that the Chipman Mansion was originally viewed as including the Dr. Evans property next door.    

The corner building was remodeled by Peter Koehler.  It served for several years as Judges’ Chambers for the Northampton County Court of Common Pleas, and thereafter as Michael Perry’s Sanctuary Salon and Day Spa.
  It won a People’s Choice Award in the 2008 Properties of Merit program.
